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or this By-law pay an additional fee equal to 100% of the amount calculated as
the regular permit fee but in no case shall the additional fee exceed $5,000.00

18.Refunds
In the case of withdrawal of an application or the abandonment of all or a portion
of the work, or refusal of a permit, or the non-commencement of any project, the

Chief Building Official shall determine the amount of paid permit fees that may be
refunded to the applicant, if any, in accordance with Schedule “A” of this By-law.

Part 7-CHANGING OF PERMIT FEES

19.Changing Of Permit Fees

In accordance with article 2.23.1.2 of the Building code, a Municipality, prior to
the passing of a by-law to introduce or change a fee imposed for application for
permits or for the issuance of permits shall:

19.1. Hold at least one (1) public meeting at which any person who attends
has an opportunity to make representations with respect to the
matter;

19.2. Provide a minimum of twenty-one (21) days notice of the public
meeting by advertisement in the local newspapers, placed on the
Township website and also given to every person and organization
that has, within five (5) years before the day of the meeting,
requested such a notice;

19.3. Ensure that the notice includes an estimate of the costs for
administering and enforcing the Act, the amount of the fee or any
change to the existing fee and the rationale for imposing or changing
the fee; and,

19.4. The Building Department is responsible for maintaining the list of
persons or organizations requesting notice of amended permit fees.

Part 8-ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURES RELATING TO PERMITS

20.Revision to Permit

After the issuance of a permit under the Act, notice of any material change to a
plan, specification, document or other information on the basis of which the
permit was issued, must be given in writing, to the Chief Building Official together
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with the details of such change, which is not to be made without his or her written
authorization.

21.Revocation of Permits
The Chief Building Official, subject to provisions outlined in Subsection 8(10) has

the authority to revoke a permit issued under the Act.

Part 9-NOTICE REQUIREMENTS FOR INSPECTIONS

22.Notice Of Required Inspections

22.1. The owner or an authorized agent shall notify the Chief Building
Official at least two (2) business days prior to each stage of
construction for which notice in advance is required under the
Building Code.

22.2. With respect to “additional notices” under 2.4.5.2 of the Building
Code, the owner or an authorized agent shall notify the Chief Building
Official or an inspector at least two (2) business days prior to each
stage of construction for which notice in advance is required under
the Building Code.

22.3. The time periods referred to in 22.1 & 22.2 shall begin on the day
following the day on which the notice is given and shall not include
Saturdays, Sundays, Holidays and all other days when the offices of
the Corporation are not open for the transaction of business with the
public.

22.4. Notice may be given in one of the following ways:

22.4.1. Phone message at (519) 462-2697; or

22.4.2. In person at the Township office.

Part 10-PRESCRIBING FORMS

23.Prescribing Forms

The forms prescribed for use as applications for permits, for orders and for
inspection reports shall be as set out in Schedules “B”, “C”, “D” and “I” to this
By-law.
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Part 11-CONTRAVENTION OF BY-LAW — OFFENCE

24.Offence
Every person who contravenes any provision of this By-law is guilty of an offence

and on conviction is liable to a fine as provided in section 36 of the Building Code
Act, 1992, S.0. 1992, c.23, as amended.

Part 12-CODE OF CONDUCT

25.Code of Conduct

The Code of Conduct and associated policies, as required under Section 7.1 of
the Act, are set out in Schedule “H” of this by-law.

PART 13 — ENACTMENT

26.Short Title

This By-law may be cited as the “Building By-law”

Normally, a soil sample is collected from a 0.9 metre (3 ft)
test hole in the area of the leaching bed and analyzed by a qualified company. Their report is
known as the Soil Analysis and companies available to do either of these tests may be listed in the
Yellow Pages under Seil Tests. Contact your public health inspector for more information on this
procedure.

4. Digtwo 1.8 metre (6 ft) test holes using a backhoe in the area of the proposed leaching bed:

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR BUILDING OFFICIALS

1.0 Introduction

The Township of East Zorra-Tavistock maintains this Code of Conduct in
accordance with the provisions of The Building Code Act. Building Officials
undertake building certification functions that ensure the quality, structural
integrity and safety of buildings. Building Officials are exposed to potential
conflicts of interest because of the special powers conferred on them. The
conduct and behaviour of the Township of East Zorra-Tavistock Building Officials
reflects the Building Department’s commitment to the highest standards of
professionalism, technical competence, skill, honesty, fairness and
independence. Building Officials observe both the letter and the spirit of this
Code of Conduct as it pertains to situations that bear on their responsibilities.

2.0 Purpose

The purposes of this Code of Conduct are:

e To promote appropriate standards of behaviour by building officials in the
exercise of their power and performance of their duties.

e To prevent practices which may constitute an abuse of power, and

e To promote appropriate standards of honesty and integrity

3.0 Standards of Conduct and Professionalism

In addition to any Policy with respect to any “Code of Ethics and Conduct
applying to all municipal staff,” The Township of East Zorra-Tavistock Building
Officials shall undertake at all times to:

1. Actin the public interest, particularly with regard to the safety of building
works and structures;

2. Maintain their knowledge and understanding of the best current building
practice, the building laws and regulations relevant to their building
certifying functions;

3. Commit themselves to a process of continuous education so as to
constantly be aware of developments in building design, practice and the
law relevant to their duties;

4.  Comply with the provisions of the Building Code Act, the Building Code
and any other Act or Law that regulates or governs Building Officials or
their functions;

5. Avoid situations where there may be, or where there may reasonably
appear to be, a conflict between their duties to their clients, their
profession, their peers and the public at large and their personal
interests;

6. Not act beyond their level of competence or outside their area of
expertise;
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7. Apply all relevant building laws, regulations and standards strictly and
without favour and independent of the influence of interested parties;

8.  Perform their inspections and certifying duties impartially and in
accordance with the highest professional standards;

9. Not divulge any confidential or sensitive information or material, that they
became privy to in the performance of their duties, except in accordance
with laws governing freedom of information and protection of privacy;

10. To avoid any conduct that could bring Building Officials or the Township
of East Zorra-Tavistock into disrepute;

11. Extend professional courtesy to all;

12. Accept responsibility for the conduct of their subordinate employees;

13. Maintain current accreditation to perform the functions assigned to them;
and

14. Take all reasonable steps to ascertain and document all available facts
relevant to the performance of their duties.

15. Exemplify compliance with all regulations and standards that govern
building construction, health & safety or other matters related to their
status as a building official.

4.0 Guideline for responding to misconduct allegations

The Building Code Act provides that the performance of Building Officials will be
measured against this Code of Conduct. In response to any allegation of a
breach of this code, the Chief Building Official shall direct an investigation and
where appropriate, recommend disciplinary action against any Building Official
who fails to comply with this Code of Conduct. Where the allegation is against
the Chief Building Official, Council will direct the investigation and make such
recommendations as are reasonable.

In determining the appropriate discipline, the Chief Building Official or Council will
have regard to the relevance of the conduct to the official’s powers and
responsibilities as well as the severity of any misconduct.

Disciplinary Action arising from violations of this Code of Conduct is the
responsibility of the Chief Administrative Officer and is subject to relevant
collective agreements, employment laws and standards.
